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Resumen:

Presentaremos un breve desarrollo del proyecto de investigacion titulado Posibles
lecturas de la nocion de satisfaccion en la teoria freudiana. Articulacion con el Principio de placer
/ displacer, Principio de realidad y Mds alld del principio de placer.

La nocidn de satisfaccion atraviesa el cuerpo tedrico freudiano. Para poder precisar sus alcances,
se hace necesario delimitar los articuladores conceptuales con los que entra en relacidn.
Consideramos que la misma depende sustancialmente de la concepcidén econdémica de
psiquismo que Freud sostenga. Situaremos sus coordenadas y reformulaciones. Este desarrollo
nos permitié plantear si la nocidn de satisfaccién constituye un concepto, que incluye a las
diferentes modalidades en que se presenta, o si se trata de un conjunto heterogéneo de
nociones ligadas a articuladores conceptuales y modos de funcionamiento psiquicos diferentes.

We plan to briefly present our research project entitled Possible readings on the notion of
satisfaction in freudian theory. Connection to the pleasure / unpleasure principle, reality
principle and beyond the pleasure principle.

The notion of satisfaction can be traced throughout the freudian theoretical body. In order to
specify its scope, it is necessary to define the conceptual articulators with which it is associated.
We consider that the notion of satisfaction is substantially linked to the economic conception of
the psyche that Freud is upholding at each time. We will place its coordinates and
reformulations. The question we pose is whether the notion of satisfaction constitutes a concept
in and of itself - including different modalities in its presentation - or if it is a heterogeneous set
of notions linked to different conceptual articulators and psychic modes of functioning.
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
